Murphy will present three days regarding specialized polygraph techniques and testing of convicted sex offenders and the regular MICJ staff will present two days relating to treatment and supervision of offenders.   Instructors are APA PCSOT Certified.

A full refund will be made if the class fails to populate or  is canceled by MICJ.  Applications received after the due date will require a payment of $700.00. Seating is limited to 18 attendees.  If the course is canceled by MICJ for any reason, all fees paid in advance will be promptly refunded. A notebook and handout material will be provided and a letter of completion will be awarded to attendees who complete all 5 days of instruction and also pass a comprehensive final examination.
